・Male competitors are not permitted to wear T-shirts under their karate uniforms.

Competitors who do not wear the specified protective gear will not be allowed to participate.
・Each competitor must bring their own red string.

【 Rules 】 All matches will follow the rules of the  Japan Karate Judge Organization – General Division Rules (see  Appendix)

Main match, extension, and second extension (from semifinals onward): 2 minutes each

【 Divisions】 (51) Men’s Lightweight (Under 60kg)  (52) Men’s Middleweight (Under 65kg)  (53) Men’s Light Heavyweight (Under 75kg)  (54) Men's heavyweight (over 75kg)

(55) Women’s Lightweight (Under 50kg)  (56) Women’s Middleweight (Under 55kg)  (57) Women’s Heavyweight (Over 55kg)

【Weigh-In】 All competitors must complete weigh-in either on the day before or on the day of the tournament.

A tolerance of up to 500g (0.5kg) will be allowed to account for clothing weight.

*Weigh-in attire: T-shirt (top) and karate gi pants (bottom)

*Weigh-in is required only for competitors in the "Under ○○kg" divisions.

*The weigh-in will be held at the same venue on Saturday, September 20, 2025 at 15:00-16:30. [Not required for heavyweight competitors]

Same-day weigh-in: From the time the venue opens until the opening ceremony

【Second】

*Only individuals who have obtained a Second License are permitted to act as a second.

【Notes】 *All tournament updates will be posted on the JKJO official website. Please check regularly for the latest information.

*Reception will be conducted individually near the entrance on the day of the tournament.

*All competitors and seconds must submit a health monitoring form at check-in on the day of the event.

＊Proper greetings when entering and exiting the court are mandatory.Shouting or making victory gestures during judgment is strictly prohibited

＊Video and photo recording is allowed only from the second’s area and the 2nd-floor spectator seats. Tripods may not be used in the second’s area.

＊Only competitors and seconds are allowed inside the arena.If this rule is violated, the entire dojo may be disqualified from participating.

＊Entry into the arena is allowed only for the competitor and second scheduled for the match seven bouts in advance.

　After your match and greeting your opponent, please exit the arena promptly.

＊Flashy hairstyles, such as excessive coloring or shaved designs that are inappropriate for martial arts, may result in disqualification.

＊ Tattoos must be completely covered and not visible.

＊In the event of an accident during the competition, first aid will be administered. However, the organizers will not be held responsible for any injuries or health issues that may arise afterward.

　All competitors must be enrolled in sports accident insurance in advance.

＊Players and seconds must follow the instructions of the tournament staff.

＊Eating and drinking are strictly prohibited in the arena. Please use the spectator seating area for this purpose.

＊Portrait rights of the competitors belong to the organizer.  

＊Once the participation fee has been paid, it will not be refunded for any reason.

【Match duration】 Men aged 40–47: 2 minutes (must-win), 4Men aged 48–59: 1 minute 30 seconds (must-win) seconds must

【 Eligibility】 *Healthy males aged 40-59 and healthy females aged 33-50 on the day of the competition.

【 Divisions】 (61) Men's Senior (40-47 years old) Lightweight (under 70kg) (62) Men's Senior (40-47 years old) Heavyweight (70kg or more)

(63) Men's Senior (48-59 years old) Lightweight (under 70kg) (64) Men's Senior (48-59 years old) Heavyweight (70kg or more)

(65) Men's Senior (60-65 years old) Open weight
(66) Female seniors (33-40 years old) Open weight (Must not have competed in any general division of the All Japan Championships in the past 5 years)
